Installation

Remove the plaster shields from the hot and cold valves
and the spout tee.

Remove and discard the snap connectors and screws.

16550 only:

Remove the cold cartridge.

Install the new cold cartridge included with the trim kit.
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All models:

Lubricate the index cap o-rings with a small amount of
the enclosed grease (1).

Install the hot and cold index caps on the handles.

Lightly lubricate the threads on the mounting plates.

Install the sealing rings.

Push the handles over the valve stems.
Affix the handles to the valves by rotating the flanges
clockwise.

The positioning pin on the base should go into the hole
on the handshower holder.

Secure the holder to the base by rotating the escutcheon
clockwise.

If it becomes difficult to pull the handshower out, lubri-
cate the hose with silicone lubricant.

If the flow of water from the handshower de-
creases over time, remove and clean the screen
washer.




Scale Removal

The handshower incorporates the Quiclean™ cleaning
system.

Turn the water on lightly and rub across the spray chan-
nels to dislodge scale deposits.

To remove scale deposits from the spray face, pour

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Cleaning Recommendation for Hansgrohe Products

damage.

®  Never mix one cleaning material with another.

e Never use cleaning materials or appliances with an abrasive effect, such as unsuitable cleaning powders, sponge pads,
or micro fiber cloths.

Cleaning Instructions for Faucets and Showers
Please follow the cleaning material manufacturer’s instructions. In addition, pay attention to the following points:

e Clean the faucets and showers as and when required

e Use the amount of cleaning product and the amount of time recommended by the manufacturer. Do not leave the cleaner
on the fixture longer than necessary.

®  Regular cleaning can prevent calcification.

e When using spray cleaners, spray first onto a soft cloth or sponge. Never spray directly onto the faucet as droplets can
enter openings and gaps and cause damage.

e After cleaning, rinse thoroughly with clean water to remove any cleaner residue.

Important

Residues of liquid soaps, shampoos, and shower foams can also cause damage, so rinse with clean water after using.
Please note: if the surface is already damaged, the effect of cleaning materials will cause further damage.
Components with damaged surfaces must be replaced or injury could result.

Damage caused by improper treatment is not covered under the warranty.

This warranty covers only your Hansgrohe manufactured product. Hansgrohe warrants this product against defects in material
or workmanship as follows: Hansgrohe will repair at no charge for parts only or, at its option, replace any product or part of
the product that proves defective because of improper workmanship and/or material, under normal installation, use, service
and maintenance. If Hansgrohe is unable to provide a replacement and repair is not practical or cannot be timely made,
Hansgrohe may elect to refund the purchase price in exchange for the return of the product.

LENGTH OF WARRANTY

Replacement or repaired parts of products will be covered for the term of this warranty as stated in the following two sentenc-
es. If you are a consumer who purchased the product for use primarily for personal, family, or household purposes, this war-
ranty extends for as long as you own the product and the home in which the product is originally installed. If you purchased
the product for use primarily for any other purpose, including, without limitation, a commercial purpose, this warranty extends
only (i) for 1 year, with respect to Hansgrohe and Commercial products, and (ii) for 5 years, with respect to AXOR products.
