INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

TOP MOUNT STAINLESS STEEL SINKS

These instructions are for installing your top mount stainless steel sink. Top mount
sinks (also known as drop-in sinks) are installed from above the countertop and sealed to
the top of the counter. If you are installing another type of sink, such as Undermount sink
which is installed below the counter, please refer to instructions specifically for those sinks.

ATTENTION INSTALLER:
We recommend that all countertops be cut by an approved or certified installer and that
the sinks be installed by the installer whenever possible. The countertop/sink unit ideally
should installed as one on the jobsite.
We are not responsible for sink or countertop if damaged during installation.
Metal edges may be sharp - use caution when handling.
Remember, it is your responsibility to follow all local plumbing and building codes.
Inspect sink for damage prior to beginning installation. Do not install a damaged unit.

The warranty will be voided if these installation instructions are not followed.

Templates are supplied only as a guide. The physical use of the sink will ensure a more
accurate cutout.

The instructions that follow are for installing a top mount stainless steel sink. Be sure to
read all instructions completely before beginning installation.

Tools and Materials You will Need

Eye protection (safety glasses/goggles) strongly recommended
Ear protection strongly recommended

Top mount (drop-in) template supplied by Transolid®/River’s Edge®

Top mount (drop-in) clips supplied by Transolid®/River’s Edge®.
(NOTE: these come with the sink and are in a separate plastic bag.
Please make sure they are not thrown away with the carton.)

Cutting tool and blades appropriate for the countertop material
Drill and drill bit
Wood braces

Slotted screwdriver medium size, long blade /easiest
Tape measure
Pencil (not permanent marker)

Ball peen hammer (6 0z.)

File

Appropriate sealant for the countertop material
Rags




INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS - TOP MOUNT STAINLESS STEEL SINKS

Sink installation recommended for professional installers only.

1. Cut out the template and place it on the countertop, making sure
that the sink front is parallel to the front of the counter. Be sure the
sink is properly centered, both front to back and side to side. Take
into consideration adequate clearance for the faucet, backsplash,
and any accessories such as a soap/lotion dispenser.

Check for adequate clearance relative to cabinet walls and pull-out /
or tilt-down drawers.

Tape the template in place.
Trace around the template.

NOTE: Alternate method - Create your own template. (see next page). Paper and/or cardboard tem-
plates are supplied only as a guide. Using the actual sink ensures a more accurate cutout.

2. Place a brace under the countertop to support the sink cutout
area. This will also make it easier to do the sink cutout.

Cut the countertop along the template line with the proper tool for
the countertop material.

3. Trial fit the sink, by inserting it into the counterop to test whether
the cutout is the correct size.

Mark the edge of the sink with masking tape on the countertop.
Remove the sink and make any necessary adjustments in the cut-

out or placement. (The easiest way to handle the sink is at the drain
hole(s), especially if it is a double bowl sink.)

4. Install faucet and other accessories such as side spray or soap/lotion dispenser onto the sink.
Attach supply lines (not included) to faucet following appropriate instructions. (Do not install strainer
basket(s) until after the sink is in place.

5. Clean the underside of sink flange and sealing surface of countertop opening thoroughly to re-
move dirt or residue. Thoroughly dry and apply a continuous bead of a high quality silicone adhesive
caulk (not supplied) to the underside of the sink flange near the edge. Position sink into countertop
opening inside the masking tape.

6. Lower the sink into the hole, following the guidelines created by the masking tape.



7. From the underside of the sink, place one clamp near the center e
and tighten by hand enough to hold the sink in place. This applies | ®** /
to all four sides. Fastening remaining clamps in position and hand
tighten. Space clamps as equally as possible. Provided hardware
will accommodate countertops thicker than 3/4” up to 1-1/2”.

NOTE: Do not fully tighten one clip at a time. Partially tighten a clip,
then partially tighten the clip across from it. After each clip is par-
tially tightened, repeat the process, fully tightening each clip. This
ensures a secure installation and avoids damage to the sink.

8. Remove any excess caulk and allow it to properly cure following
caulk manufacturer’s recommended instructions.

Install supply lines to water sources, drain fittings, and other items.

Create your own template

1. Position sink upside down on countertop surface. Take into con-
sideration adequate clearance for the faucet, backsplash, and any
accessories such as a soap/lotion dispenser. Place sink in exact po-
sition for installation and with a pencil draw a line completely around
sink to create a sink outline.

2. Scribe actual opening 5/16” inside the sink outline, all the way
around. Cut out on inside of this line (following the countertop man-
ufacturer’s instructions).

Continue to Step 3 on previous page and follow remaining top mount
installation instructions.

Suggestions for the Care and Cleaning of Stainless
Steel Sinks

When it comes to maintenance, we recommend to be consistent
in your cleaning. It is better to clean on a more frequent basis
and avoid the need for heavy duty cleaning.

Make sure your sink is clean and dry when not in use. This is the
best method of preventive maintenance. Keep the sink water
spot free and shiny by rinsing and towel drying after every use.

Keep your sink clog free to prevent standing water which can
lead to mineral deposit build up. If a mineral build up should
occur, use a mixture of vinegar and hot water to remove the
deposit.

Use a soft cloth and liquid detergent on a mirror finish deck. Do
not use any abrasive materials on a mirror finish.

Clean stainless steel at least once a week.

Apply stainless steel cleaner/polish with a non-abrasive cloth or
sponge, working with, not across, the grain.

Do not use steel wool, wire brushes or abrasive sponge pads.
These will leave an iron residue that will eventually lead to rust
and particles that will corrode the sink. Use only non-scratch
cleaning pads.

Do not leave any steel or cast iron cookware in the sink for a
long period of time. This may leave iron particles that will cor-
rode the sink.

Anything left in the sink can trap moisture which will eventually
lead to staining.

Cleaners containing chloride (bleach) are not recommended. If
used, rinse the surface immediately to prevent corrosion.

Most stainless steel products will scratch from everyday use.
However, these scratches will blend over time to create a unique
finish.

Do not store open containers of cleaners or chemicals such as
acids, bleach, sodium chloride, lye, toilet bowl cleaner, drain
cleaner, or hard water stain removal products under your sink.

Success with cleaners and procedures is dependent upon such
factors as the hardness and temperature of the water, using ex-
act measurements of ingredients, changes in cleaning formulas
and the condition of the product being cleaned. Since there are
variations within these factors, Transolid®/River’s Edge® cannot
guarantee the effectiveness of the formulas mentioned.

Care Tip

Allowing water to evaporate on metal will form water deposits.
To avoid this and keep your product looking beautiful, it is im-
portant to wipe the sink clean with a soft cloth after each use.
